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On [ date ], Dr Steinbock will lecture on Nokia’s strategic success in the School of Economics and Management at Tsinghua University. His presentation is entitled, “Nokia and Finland: Strategic Success in the World’s Most Competitive Economy.” Dr Steinbock will explore the evolution of Nokia’s strategy and the transformation of the company – from a forestry enterprise and a conglomerate to the world’s leading mobile communications concern.

Dr Steinbock is a specialist of strategy and competitiveness, innovation and globalization. Currently, he focuses on issues of competitiveness and innovation in the United States, Europe, China and India. He has also published extensively on strategy and competition in the mobile business, including The Mobile Revolution (2005), which has been translated in China, Taipei, Vietnam, Russia and Ukraine, and The Nokia Revolution (2001). In January 2007, Dr Steinbock visited Tsinghua as special advisor for Mr Mauno Pekkarinen, Finland’s Minister of Trade and Industry. In Finland, his most recent studies include Finland’s Innovative Capacity (2006), The Competitiveness of Finland’s Clusters (2006) and The Competitiveness of Finland’s Large Urban Regions (2007).
Dr Steinbock, a senior Fulbright scholar, is based in the United States (New York City), China (Shanghai, Guangzhou) and Europe (Helsinki). He is ICT Research Director at the India, China and America Institute (ICA). He is also an affiliate of the Institute for Strategy and Competitiveness of Prof Michael E. Porter (Harvard Business School) and conducts cluster courses. He serves as the Faculty Spokesman for the Forum to Advance Mobile Experience (FAME), an initiative by the CMO Council, representing 2,000 leading tech firms. He is also Director of the Mobile Internet initiative at the Columbia Institute for Tele-Information (CITI). 
Dr. Steinbock has consulted and lectured for a wide array of multinationals, municipalities, international organizations, as well as a wide array of business councils and chambers of commerce in several nations. In China, he is a board member on China Communications and has contributed to Beijing Review.

In Finland, Dr Steinbock consults regularly for leading companies (including Nokia), the Parliament and most government ministries. He is the columnist of the prestigious Trade Policy journal by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He has served for and contributed to Finland’s all innovation. In 2003-2006, Dr Steinbock served as Director of the NYC office of the Academy of Finland. In 2001-2003, he was Director of the Center for International Business Research (CIBR) at the Helsinki School of Economics (HSE). At HSE, he continues to serve as Visiting Professor (International Business Department).
Dr Steinbock’s journal articles have been published in the US, Europe, Asia, and worldwide. He serves as regular contributor for leading business newspapers and trade journals in the United States, UK and Nordic countries, Hong Kong and China, India, Vietnam, as well as the Middle East and Africa. In the US, he has been interviewed by leading press (Chicago Tribune, New York Times, San Diego Tribune, Wall Street Journal, Washington Times), wire services (AP, Dow Jones, Reuters, UPI), media (ABC, BBC, CNBC, CNET/CNET Radio, CNNfn, PBS), current affairs publications (Christian Science Monitor, Newsweek), investor journals (Individual Investor’s Daily, Institutional Investors Magazine, Financial Executive). His interviews have appeared from US to Europe, from India and Singapore to Africa and Australia.
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
